COMMON HOMEWORK MISTAKES
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Here are some things that students commonly do and end up get no credit or reduced credit:

· NOT USING STANDARD BLUE OR BLACK INK
· NOT WRITING YOUR NAME ON WORK
· NOT WRITING YOUR FIRST AND LAST NAME ON WORK
· CONSISTENTLY NOT PUTTING DATES ON YOUR WORK
· NOT WRITING THE NAME OF THE ASSIGNMENT ON YOUR WORK
· NOT WRITING SO THAT SOMEONE CAN READ IT.  I CANNOT GRADE WHAT I CANNOT READ!
· WRITING ALONG MARGINS TO SQUEEZE IN YOUR WRITING….GET ANOTHER SHEET OF PAPER OR WRITE ON THE BACK.
· NOT WRITING LAB NUMBERS ON YOUR LABS
· NOT WRITING IN COMPLETE SENTENCES
· ANSWERS THAT ARE TOO BRIEF OR DON’T REALLY SPECIFICALLY ANSWER THE QUESTION (S).
· SKIPPING QUESTIONS
· COPYING WORK FROM A FRIEND OR LAB PARTNER!  CONSULTING WITH SOMEONE ABOUT A QUESTION IS DIFFERENT THAN COPYING DOWN YOUR FRIEND’S ANSWER WORD FOR WORD.  
· DURING LABS, YOUR LAB PARTNER IS THERE TO ASSIST YOU IN THE LAB ONLY….YOU ARE NOT TO HAVE THE EXACT SAME ANSWERS ON LABS UNLESS STATED SPECIFICALLY BY THE TEACHER!
****DON’T COPY WORK FROM YOUR CLASSMATES!!!!!!!******
